Step 2 Installing the Wall Receivers 

ST4 X 50 

If there is no solid Studs available 

IMPORTANT:   If tiling the walls, the Wall Receivers must be installed to the 
waterproof membrane before tiling. Failure to do so may       
result in the Shower Door set not fitting the shower tray. 
When tiling leave a 2mm gap either side of the Wall Receiver 
to allow  fitment of the Door Frame assembly  

Step 1 Assembling the Door Frame 

When lifting the Door Frame assembly, hold it by the vertical edges of the 
glass. Under no circumstance lift by the Head and Sill as this may 
cause the glass to fall out of the glazing gaskets 



Step 3 Installing the Door Frame Assembly 

Tape wood blocks to tray - minimum height 30mm 
Not Supplied 

Lift Door Frame assembly onto the wood blocks and place into Wall Receivers as shown 
When lifting the Door Frame assembly, hold it by the vertical edges of the glass or door frame.   
Under no circumstance lift by the Head and Sill as this may cause the glass to fall out of the 
glazing gaskets 

While still resting on the wood blocks “Spring” the Door Frame assembly so it sits over the 
legs of the Wall Receiver. Repeat for other side. 
Remove wood blocks and let the assembly slide down until it rests on the tray

When fitting Vertical seals

Seal vertically up each Wall Receiver and 
between the Sill and Upstand of the tray 
with NG silicone sealant 

 
Do not apply sealant to the inside 

of the shower 

Step 10  Fitting Cover trims (For acrylic wall installations only) 

The Cover Trim is provided to cover the exposed vertical edge of the wall liner and is the final step of the 
installation.  
To fit the Cover trim apply small vertical beads of  silicone down the Wall Receiver/ Fixed glass panel       
extrusion and the exposed acrylic wall liner. Embed the Cover trim into the  silicone and allow to cure 
If the liner extends more than 10mm it may need to be trimmed prior to fitting the Cover Trim
